The course gives 
good insight into the way language is learned from a teacher’s point of view,
 and can also be very helpful in improving student’s confidence and English 
language skills. The course prepares students for the Teaching Knowledge 
Test, and they have the opportunity to sit a practice test and get feedback 
from the teacher. Students wishing to enroll in the intensive 4 week course 
should ask to borrow the preparatory reading material from St George
 Institute before the course starts. The tuition fee of the intensive course is 
$2100, and Students must: be at least 18 years of age, have a high school 
qualification, and have an IELTS overall band score of 5.5 or a pass mark in 
the St George institute entry test.
